Greetings in the Matchless Name of our Lord, 
 

Why do we observe lent ?  
Lent is a season, set apart by the Church for Fasting, Prayer and   Alms-
giving and meditation on the Word of God. It is a time when we control our 
carnal nature and get nourished spiritually. Jesus during his ministry 
preached, taught, commanded and lived a model life. This life style was 
followed by his disciples and now  we the members of Church are following 
this life pattern. 
 
In the Eastern Church tradition lent is a time, that leads us to repentance 
and renewal. According to Eastern Church calendar there are five Lents 
observed. Dec 1 –25 is observed as 25 days lent, in commemoration with 
the birth of Jesus. Three day lent (Fast of Nineveh—Jonah ) This is cele-
brated three weeks before the Great lent (Fifty days) . Fast of Virgin Mary 
— A fast in commemoration of the Virgin Mary, Mother of Jesus Christ. 
This fast starts from the first day of August and ends with the Sunoyo feast 
on the fifteenth day. Lent of the Apostles (Sleeha Nombu ) celebrated from  
June 16—29. It is remembrance of the call and commission of the Apos-
tles. This lent ends with the St.Peter’s and St.Paul’s day on 29th June.  
 
The Great lent (Fifty days) the first 40 days is remembrance of Jesus in the 
wilderness of Judea (Matt 4:2, Mk 1:13, Lk 4:2 ) There are biblical context 
to explain the 40 days, the flood of Noah lasted 40 days, Moses stayed on 
Mount Sinai for 40 days, Prophet Elijah walked for 40 days with the food 
given by the angle ( I Kings 19:8) , the Israelites wandered in the desert for 
40 Years. The last 10 days from 40th Friday to Easter are set apart to  
meditate on the passion, cruxifixation and resurrection of Jesus. 
 
This year the Great lent starts form Feb 22 and ends on Easter day      
April 12. Let us observe this years lent by regularly reading the Word of 
God, attending the prayer meetings and worship . I request you set apart 
your donations and offering for the mission activity of our church. Let our 
giving be not just a donation, but a sacrificial giving. This is what  our Lord 
taught us through His life.
