Dearly beloved in Christ, I would like to share from the portion

1 Kings 17:17-24.
DESPERATE TIMES ARE TESTING TIMES

When Elijah first came to the widow of Zarephath, he asked for
the last bit of her resource. Out of faith, the widow submitted. She saw
the power of God at work and for her everyday became miracle. In the
midst of these excitements, her son died. What a tragedy for the widow
and the prophet as well. For the widow, the question was “Did you
come to remind me of my sin and kill my son?” For the prophet the
question was, “Why did the God who promised life bring death
instead?”

Elijah did not give up; he took the child and prayed to the Lord.
The Lord listened and the child came back to life. Here we see the
difference between the faith of Elijah and the faith of the widow.
Widow gave up and accused the prophet for bringing the punishment
of her son. However, the prophet, unwaveringly pray to God and
brought back life in the child’s body. The miracle of her son’s
resurrection caused the widow of Zarephath to review her faith in the
God of promise. This is the first instance of a dead being resurrected
and it was granted to a gentile widow. Might be the prophet was
desperate to prove that his God was alive and acting. Do we seek God
with desperate spirit to invite His power to deliver people from sin and
bondages?
